HANDLING AND STORAGE

HANDLING:
 Use in a well ventilated area. Avoid breathing in spray or mists or vapours. Do not use near welding or other ignition sources and avoid sparks. Do not smoke. It is essential that all who come into contact with this material maintain high standards of personal hygiene ie. Washing hands prior to eating, drinking, smoking or using toilet facilities.

STORAGE: Store in a dry, well-ventilated area away from heat, sources of ignition, oxidising agents, food-stuffs, and clothing and out of direct sunlight. Store between 15°C - 30°C. Keep containers closed when not in use and securely seal to protect against physical damage. Purge polyurethanes with Dry Air Blanket.

PERSONAL PROTECTION

EYE PROTECTION: Safety glasses with side shields, goggles or full-face shield as appropriate recommended.
HAND PROTECTION: Wear gloves of impervious material.
